2017 SPRING KICKBALL LEAGUE GENERAL INFORMATION

THE LEAGUE: Each league will consist of eleven (11) teams maximum.  Each team
will play twelve (12) games. Each league will play doubleheaders at
least once a week. There will be a double elimination tournament for
the top eight teams in each league. Teams that finished first or
second at the conclusion of the regular season of any division
from the prior season, may be required to move up to the next
highest level.  Teams that finished in the bottom two places at the
conclusion of the regular season of any division from the prior
season may move down to the next lowest level.
(Note – this is at the commissioners discretion)

ENTRY FEE: $350.00
NOTE:  All payments must be in full.

ENTRY FRIDAY, March 17th, 2017 at 5PM, CLOSE OF BUSINESS,

DEADLINE: NO EXCEPTIONS. Entry must include entry fee, proofs of
residency, non-resident fees (checks only made payable to:  “County
of Loudoun”) roster, and completed commitment form (including
email). *Registration payments may be submitted online through
Webtrac, mail, or delivered to the PRCS main office. All rosters,
commitment forms, and proof of residency must be turned into
the PRCS office. Entries without completed residency information
will not be accepted.  All entries are accepted on a first come, first
serve basis.  The mandatory captain’s meeting will be Thursday,
March 23rd, 2017 at 7:00pm at the PRCS main office.
